Exteriors/ Natural Light

- you will be turning in 3 photos for this assignment

- All 3 photos will have the SAME subject, distance to subject, and angle

-  The only variable (difference) in the photos will be the lighting

-  The subject of your photos is your choice, but chose something that is visually interesting

Lighting

- take one photo around noon.  

-  the light will be the strongest of the day

-  the light will be shining directly down on the subject

-  you will see the most contrast between shadows and highlights

- take one of your photos during the “Magic Hour” or “Golden Hour.”  This is the time of day within an hour of sunset. (Look up these terms on the internet to view examples.  Wikipedia has a nice example of a photo of Bangkok, Thailand during the “Magic Hour.”)

-  the light will be at an angle

-  the light will create longer shadows, adding interest and lines

-  the light will be softer and warmer

- take the last picture just before it gets completely dark

-  there will be fewer, if any shadows

-  the light will be diffused around your subject

-  there will be less contrast
