Photographing Perspective: Near and Far

Easy definition: “Point of view”
Literal interpretation- Visual.  What a person can see from where they are.  (Angle at which you see something.)
Figurative interpretation- Conceptual/idea.  A person’s take on a situation. (The way someone perceives something.)  
Perspective shows…

· relative scale.  Things that are near appear larger; things that are far appear smaller.
· depth

· lines and angles

Tips
· look for repetition

· get really close to the subject

· look for lines

Specific Project Requirements
You will need to submit 3 varying photos that emphasize perspective.  
-  They may work together as a series if you’d like.  Your photos can be of the same subject or they can be completely different.  This is your choice.
- The photos must be taken by YOU.  This project is specifically to strengthen your photography skills, not your Photoshop skills

-  Photos MUST be taken outside of school.  No school photographs will be awarded credit.

-  Photos should be “edited for quality” using Photoshop.  You will not be stylizing your photos for this assignment.  Think about these aspects of your photo and decide if you need to tweak them. 
-  color balance

-  cropping/framing

-  shadow/highlight

-  brightness/contrast

-  blemishes and distractions

-  focus

-  etc.
