Consider all of the photos for this project even if we did not yet talk about them in class.
Part 1
1.  Pick a photo that you feel best completes the assignment.

2.  List and describe 5 positive aspects of the photo.
3.  Give 2 suggestions on how you might improve the overall project.
Part 2
1.  Pick a photo that you believe could use the most consideration, improvement, or work.
2.  List and describe the 5 areas that need the most improvement and give suggestions for each on what you would do to improve it.
3.  Give 2 examples of positive aspects of the project.

Remember that just saying “I like this” or “I don’t like that” are not acceptable answers without giving the rationale (reasoning) behind your opinions.

Be honest and constructive with the comments that you make.  

When discussing the photo that could use some improving, your responses should be well thought out statements that can help the artist on future assignments.  If your comment cannot be used by the student in the future to better their work, don’t say it.  The purpose is not to “put down” somebody’s work, but to help them improve.
