Text as Design
For this project you will create a work that incorporates text.  The main objective of this assignment is to use the text in a way that strengthens the overall composition and does not compete with or detract from your photographic and design elements.

Choose a quotation
-  You will have an easier time of coming up with a concept and the look of your project if you pick a quotation that has some meaning to you.

- The mood of your project is up to you.  It can be comedic, romantic, inspiring, etc.  Make the mood of your overall piece match the tone of the quotation.

-  You can use any type of quotation that is appropriate for school.  Here are some examples of sources for quotations:


 

- song lyrics



- poems/literature



- t.v. shows/movies




- personal mottos




- scripture




- famous people/speeches




- idioms/sayings/expressions
Your text and photo must work together

- Your visual elements can be a literal interpretation of the text and/or match in idea or concept (illustrate the meaning of the quotation.)
-  Your text must be included on your work.  Use your text as a visual element.  Do not merely place your text on top of your photos/designs.  Your finished project should not look like a photo/design with a caption.

As ALWAYS, your project must contain high quality photos the YOU have taken.  YOU must be the person to press the shutter release or set the timer!!!  This is a PHOTOGRAPHY course!  Take your photos specifically with this project in mind.  It takes longer to look through old photos, trying to find some that might fulfill the requirements then it would just to take new photos for the assignment.  
Remember to consider lighting, framing, angles, distance to subject, focus, etc. as you take and select the photos that you will use.
